In honor of our
“Zombieland” movie 
debut, Rock it, 
Woody Harrelson
style! roll the 
sides up gently, 
over and over; the 

form will slowly 
start to take hold.

>>> These styles are just starting points – there’s no right 
or wrong way to wear a Real Deal Brazil hat. The heavy 
wire inside the brim may take a little working to hold 
the look you want – don’t be shy about some serious 
bending. Our hats can take it!

As real as
you wanna be
It doesn’t get much realer than this!

Our handmade RDB hats hail from a 
tiny Brazilian town down along the 
equator, where they’re cut from re-
cycled canvas tarps that once cov-
ered the beds of cross-country car-

go trucks. The wire in the bendable 
brims was pulled from old truck tires. Re-
cycling extends all the way to tarp scraps, 
which are sewn as patches onto other hats.

Our hat fabric, in its earlier life as 
truck tarps, endured hammering rains, 
scalding heat, harsh salt winds and all 
manner of road debris. That means our hats 
can vary wildly, in color, holes, fraying, 
patches, stitching and stains – some even 
have snippets of Portuguese stamped on them 
in thick black ink. So just as with the 
people who wear them, no two Real Deal Bra-
zil recycled-tarp hats can ever be alike!
